Grants and Fellowships Awarded to CLU Faculty and Administrators 
Faculty members and administrators were recognized recently for their successes in receiving an impressive array of grants and fellowships for the 2008-2009 academic year. 
A $1 million grant from the U.S. Department of Education enabled the Moorpark School District to contract with School of Education professor Mike McCambridge and instructor Michael Cosenza to bring active teaching techniques to Moorpark teachers. The contract is for a total of $238,000 over four years and is one of two successful collaborations between CLU and the Moorpark School District.

Through a humanities grant from the U.S. Department of Education, the Moorpark School District awarded a $25,000 contract to history professor Michaela Reaves for an “Improving the Teaching of American History” project that aims to increase teachers’ knowledge of history as well as enhance their teaching. 
A Council of Independent Colleges/Wal-Mart grant for $100,000 was awarded to Anna Calderon, Director of Student Support Services, to assist CLU to build on its success in enrolling, retaining and graduating first-generation students. The University, which has targeted transfer students for additional scholarship assistance, was one of only 20 institutions nationwide selected to receive this Wal-Mart College Success Award.

The Swift Health Care Foundation at the Ventura Community Foundation awarded a $2,200 grant to Chris Christian, Director of the Community Counseling and Parent Child Study Center, to help subsidize the costs of counseling sessions for low-income clients. 

The NCAA Choices program awarded $30,000 over a three-year period to Sally Sagen, Assistant Director of Student Life, for “Clue in to your CHOICES.” With the tiered funding it receives ($15,000 in year one, $10,000 in year two and $5,000 in year three), Student Life will offer programs and events for the undergraduate student body to discuss individual choice and alcohol use, and will work to heighten awareness among students and reach higher-risk students.

The Swenson Family Foundation awarded $75,000 to the Swenson Summer Internship program, which will fund 15 interns this summer – three more than last year. The summer science internship program chaired by biology professor Dennis Revie is in its fourth year.

The City of Ventura awarded a $3,000 grant to Timothy Hengst, Executive Director of the Kingsmen Shakespeare Company, for the company to take its Shakespeare Educational Tour to two new schools in Ventura. KSC also received a grant from the City of Thousand Oaks; another from the city of Westlake Village is pending.

The City of Thousand Oaks awarded $2,000 to communication instructor Jean Sandlin for the student campaign Fillanthropy. This is the second year the city has awarded funding for the project. The Brita Foundation also contributed $1,000 along with 100 FilterForGood Nalgene bottles and five Brita pitchers to the Fillanthropy project. 

The French American Cultural Exchange awarded a grant of $1,800 to French professor Karen Renick and senior lecturer Lisa Loberg for the Tournées Festival of French Films. This was the second consecutive year that the grant was awarded for the festival.

A grant of $9,990 from the Environmental Protection Agency had chemistry professor Grady Hanrahan and his students down in the Ventura River measuring pollutants. The grant also enabled the group to attend a conference in Washington, D.C., to present their findings, which were well received by EPA staff.

A Ventura County AIDS Partnership grant of $500 was awarded to sociology professor Adina Nack with the Center for Equality and Justice and Laura Ochoa, Project Coordinator for Upward Bound, to support honoraria for two keynote speakers for Ventura County’s commemoration of World AIDS Day 2009 at CLU this coming December. The featured experts will present the latest updates on both local and global aspects of the HIV/AIDS pandemic.

The Haynes Foundation awarded a $12,000 faculty fellowship to political science professor Greg Freeland for research on whether redistricting of county supervisor districts conducted with community input has resulted in better representation of the interests of the communities that make up our county.
Senior lecturer in education Nancy Myers and retired education professor Judith Crowe received a $32,000 grant from the California Reading and Literature Project to bring reading and literature workshops to teachers in a four-county area. This is the fourth year of funding for the project, and the grant is renewable for another two years.
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
