This film explores the extraordinary life of the "Chinese Joan of Arc" Qiu Jin (1875 - 1907). Qiu Jin 
attempted an armed uprising against the corrupt Qing Dynasty and became the first female martyr 
for China's 1911 Revolution. She is celebrated as a national heroine in China today.

CEJ Reel Justice Film Series: Poto Mitan 
Wednesday, September 28, 2011; 7:00 p.m.; Lundring Events Center 
Through the compelling stories of five courageous Haitian women workers, Poto Mitan gives the 
global economy a human face. Each woman’s personal story explains the economic impact of 
neoliberal globalization, how that impact is gendered and how it leads to inhumane working and 
living conditions, violence, poverty, lack of education and poor health care in Haiti. 
While Poto Mitan offers an in-depth understanding of Haiti, it also shows that women’s subjugation, 
worker exploitation and poverty are global concerns. Through their collective activism, the women 
of the film demonstrate that, even given the monumental obstacles in a poor country like Haiti, 
change is possible. The film showcases a range of contemporary Haitian music by Emeline 
Michel, Boukman Eksperyans, Brothers Posse, Manze Dayila and The Nago Nation, and Awozam, 
along with songs of empowerment by the women. Poto Mitan co-director Mark Schuller will be 
present for discussion following the screening.

CEJ Reel Justice Film Series: ‘Miss Representation’ 
Wednesday, October 19, 2011; 7:00 p.m.; Lundring Events Center 
When the documentary film Miss Representation premiered at the Sundance Film Festival, 
audiences were riveted, and Oprah Winfrey acquired the broadcast rights. The provocative film by 
writer/director Jennifer Siebel Newsom weaves together the stories of teenage girls with 
interviews with Condoleezza Rice, Lisa Ling, Nancy Pelosi, Katie Couric, Rachel Maddow, Rosario 
Dawson, Jackson Katz, Jean Kilbourne and Gloria Steinem to provide an inside look at the media and 
its message. As the most persuasive and pervasive force of communication in our culture, media is 
educating yet another generation that a woman’s primary value lies in her youth, beauty and 
sexuality—and not in her capacity as a leader, making it difficult for women to obtain leadership 
positions and for girls to reach their full potential. The 90-minute film accumulates startling facts 
and statistics that leave audiences shaken and asking the question, “What can we do?”

Personal Safety in Diverse Social Contexts: Legal Responses to Stalking and Harassment

For 25 years Rhonda Saunders has served as a criminal prosecutor. She established S.T.A.T. 
(Stalking and Threat Assessment Team) for the Los Angeles District Attorney's Office and the L.A. 
Stalking Task Force. Saunders is an internationally recognized expert in the areas of stalking, 
workplace violence and criminal threats. In 2005 she was invited by the government of Germany to 
lecture at that country's first Stalking Symposium. She has lectured to prosecutors, law 
enforcement and victim advocacy groups in the U.S., Canada and Great Britain. Saunders obtained 
her J.D. from the University of Southern California Law School. Admission is free. Welcome and 
reception at 5:30 p.m.

CEJ Reel Justice Film Series: ‘Which Way Home’ 
Wednesday, November 9, 2011; 7:00 p.m.; Lundring Events Center 
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As the United States continues to build a wall between itself and Mexico, Which Way Home shows 
the personal side of immigration through the eyes of unaccompanied children journeying through 
Mexico en route to the U.S. on a freight train they call The Beast. The 83-minute film by director 
Rebecca Cammisa (Sister Helen) tracks the stories of migrants like Olga and Freddy, 9-year-old 
Hondurans who are desperately trying to reach their families in Minnesota; Jose, a 10-year-old 
Salvadoran who has been abandoned by smugglers and ends up alone in a Mexican detention 
center; and Kevin, a canny, streetwise 14-year-old Honduran whose mother hopes that he will 
reach New York City and send money back to his family. These are stories of hope and courage, 
disappointment and sorrow. The screening will be followed by a brief panel discussion with 
members of the CLU faculty.
