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The Center for Academic and Accessibility Resources (C.A.A.R.) offers the following services to CLU students who are registered for services and have documentation to verify the need for:
BOOKS ON TAPE – Some textbooks are available on audio tapes by both the Recording for the Blind and Dyslexic (RFBD) and the Braille Institute. These tapes are encoded for copy- right purposes and require a specialized cassette player. A player is available for use in the C.A.A.R. Computer and Study Lab located in the Pearson Library. In addition, C.A.A.R. has a limited amount of players for loan on a first come first serve basis.

You can contact the instructor directly or contact the CLU bookstore and ask if textbooks have been  selected for the course. If textbooks have been selected, you will need to obtain the following information:   Title of the book, author (s), publisher, edition and latest copyright date.  Please fill in the Reader/Books on Tape Request Form on Page 2.
Students who are interested in receiving this service should contact the C.A.A.R. Coordinator for Students with Disabilities, Pearson Library ext.3260 prior to the start of the course, since a request for a book can take up to three weeks for delivery.
Requests that are placed after the beginning of the course may not arrive prior to mid-term.

READER SERVICE – In the event that your textbooks are not available by RFBD or the Braille Institute, C.A.A.R. has trained readers to record reading assignments on tape. For copyright purposes, it is required that you provide proof of purchase of the textbook, and return all tapes back to C.A.A.R. at the end of the course.
Students who are interested in reader service must contact the C.A.A.R. Coordinator for Students with Disabilities, Pearson Library, ext 3260, three weeks prior to the beginning of the course. The coordinator will schedule a meeting for the student to bring in the text, and proof of purchase. In addition, the student must also provide the course syllabi listing the reading assignments.

Please note- Services and Accommodations are not retroactive. Thus, reading assignments assigned prior to the request for service will not be processed.
