BALLIOL COLLEGE,  OXFORD UNIVERSITY

The City
Oxford, also known as the “City of Dream-
ing Spires,” has been home to world-re-
nowned scholars and writers for over 800 
years.  The city itself was established in the 
9th century, making Oxford a community 
rich with history.

Residents and visitors enjoy the blend of 
history and modernity that characterizes 
the city.  From wandering the grounds of 
the University to enjoying the many cafés, 
pubs, and shopping areas, Oxford provides 
continuous entertainment.  

The University
Oxford University is the oldest university 
in the English-speaking world and con-
tinues to be regarded as one of the world’s 
leading academic institutions.  The Univer-
sity is comprised of 39 independent col-
leges and halls.  

Founded in 1263, Balliol College is the 
oldest college in Oxford.  With approxi-
mately 400 undergraduate and 200 gradu-
ate students, the College has a reputation 
for academic excellence,  students who 
think for themselves, internationalism, and 
a strong sense of student involvement in the 
College.  

Alumni include three prime ministers, five 
Nobel Laureates, numerous archbishops, 
Lords, Chiefs Justices, and authors.
 

The Program
This highly-competitive fall semester program 
was created especially for CLU students.  For 
the first month of the semester, students live at 
Oxford and work with a CLU faculty mem-
ber and  instructors from Oxford University in 
rigorous coursework.  All classes are taken in 
an individualized tutorial setting.  Because the 
term length is shorter than the traditional CLU 
semester, students are assigned extensive sum-
mer readings to prepare for their courses. 

Departing from Oxford, the group travels to 
London, Paris, and Rome while participating in 
a travel course focusing on politics and the arts.  
In addition to regular class meetings, students 
attend theater performances and visit museums 
in these cultural capitals.  A portion of the trav-
el course is spent at sea, visiting Mediteranean 
ports and participating in field excursions in 
conjunction with seminar lectures. 

Housing
During their stay in Oxford, students live a 
few blocks from Balliol in University-owned 
housing, the  Jowett Walk Suites.  Breakfast and 
dinner are provided in the Balliol Hall dining 
facilities.  

In London, Paris, and Rome, students stay in 
apartments and hotels with their fellow CLU 
classmates. During their travel through the 
Mediterranean, students stay in double cabins 
with one other student and receive meals on 
the ship. Students are responsible for remaining 
meals during the travel course.
